“Lo, children are a heritage of the Lord; and the fruit of the womb is his
reward.” I often think of Hannah in 1 Sam 1, who had to give up her son to Eli in the temple and trust him to
the Lord. “For this child I prayed; and the Lord gave me the petition which I asked of Him. Therefore also I
have lent him to the Lord; as long as he lives he will be lent to the Lord.” This is so hard to do because we
want to control them and make it turn out okay. But we must let them grow up as we continue to pray.

Our purpose as parents is to have our children leave us, successfully! We prepare them and when they
come of age to make their own decisions, we trust the Lord for them. “And that from a child you have known
the holy scriptures, which are able to make you wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.” 2
Tim 3:15. Then we pray and continue to give them an example of faith. I still treasure a Mother’s Day Card |
received about 10 years ago from one of my sons. I want to give it to all the Mothers, especially to some who
won’t be getting a card that day or who won’t be appreciated until later. Don’t give up; you are sowing seed.
One day you will have a crop to rejoice over. One day they will understand.
